Finally, include any further questions you have about the text, as well as your logical guesses as to the answers—based upon your reading.  Do not include whether or not you enjoyed the texts, as this bears no relevance to class analysis (it just takes up space). 25 pts/ entry x 4= 100 total. Due on Friday of the first week of school.
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
